There were around 150 acts on six 

stages (one of them named OKD), 

including Sinead O’Connor, Happy 

Mondays, Gogol Bordello and top 

Czech musicians.

Theatre at the castle
Last year OKD was the main sponsor 

of the most successful theatrical 

event in Ostrava. The Shakespeare 

Festival at the Slezskoostravský 

Castle inspired audiences, critics and 

media – as well as the children from 

orphanages who were invited by 

OKD in co-operation with the OKD 

Foundation.

Other projects

In May 2008 Karviná Hospital 

became the fi rst hospital in 

the region to offer predictive 

breast cancer examinations 

using the latest digital 

screening device used in the 

detection of breast cancer. The 

new equipment was purchased 

with the support of OKD and 

the Medicus Foundation.

Thanks to the fi nancial 

support of OKD, the 

university teaching hospital 

in Ostrava has also benefi ted. 

Improvements include a new 

heliport, used primarily for 

emergency response rescue 

services for the Moravian-

Silesian region. Because of 

this investment, citizens in 

Moravia-Silesia are that much 

closer to medical treatment. 

This especially important in 

critical situations, when fast 

medical assistance can be vital.

With strong sponsorship from OKD, Karviná’s ambitious 
football team wants to return to the Czech football elite.
